PREFACE.

THE following pages are designed to contribute

somewhat to a more practical knowledge among
Churchmen of the devotional treasures to be found
in ancient Service-books. They contain, it need
not be said, the merest gatherings from an ample
and splendid storehouse,—a few drops from a cup
filled to overflowing.

The majority of the Prayers here translated are
taken from Western rituals older than Anglo-
Saxon Christianity; especially from those Sacra-
mentaries of Leo the Great, Gelasius the First,
and Gregory the Great, which still supply the
English Church with so many inestimable Collects,
and would probably have been made still more
serviceable at the last revision of the Prayer-Book,
had they all been then accessible*. Many of the

s A Sacramentary consisted of three elements: 1. the principal and
invariable portions of the Liturgy or Mass; 2 all the varying proper
prayers, as collects, secrets, post-communions, and the like ; 3. some
other ritual forms. It was also called the Book of Mysteries, the Book
of Sacraments, eventually the Missal. The Gelasian and Leonine S8acra-
mentaries were not edited when our Prayer-Book was settled in 1661.
Some account of the three great Roman S8acramentaries will be found
in the Appendix.

quoting S. Augustine, tells us, the Egyptian monks
proposed to themselves—namely, to preserve * that
vigilant and erect attention of mind, which in
prayer is very necessary, from being wasted or
dulled through continuance, if their prayers were
few or long:” for which purpose,—or, as Cassian
expressed it, *“ both to solicit God more earnestly
by frequent addresses, and to avoid the temptations
of Satan drawing them into lassitude and weari-
ness,”—they resolved that their prayers should be
many and brief, like darts cast forth with energy °.
This is doubtless chiefly realized by preces and
ejaculations; but also to a considerable extent
by Collects, especially when compared with such
wordy effusions as exist in Knox's “ Book of Com-
mon Order.”

Thus it is that many persons, not by any means
predisposed in favour of ancient formularies, will
often be attracted (if they are free from Puritanic
prejudice) by prayers which say so much in saying
8o little; which address the Most High with such
adoring awe, and utter man’s needs with such pro-
found pathos, yet with such a calm intensity—as-
sailing “ Heaven’s door,” as our great Church poet
saysd, with the “ forceful knocking” of determined
faith; which are perpetually insisting on the abso-

in the First after Trinity, the petition is prefaced
by a statement of the need which excites it. So,
too, the statement of the good result is often richly
amplified; as in the Fourth after Easter, and the
Fourth after Trinity, and that beautiful Collect for
the Annunciation, which was so manifestly intended
to keep Lenten thoughts and the coming joys of
Easter in combination with the gratitude for God’s
first assumption of our flesh.

The general rule is, that a Collect is addressed
to God the Father. Pope Benedict XTV. quotes
Cardinal Bona’s statement, that only a few Collects
are expressly offered to the Son, and none to the
Holy Spiritf; partly because the Eucharistic wor-
ship has regard to the Sacrifice offered to the
Father by the Son. It is observable that the Col-
lect for the Fourth Sunday in Advent, which in the
Gelasian Sacramentary addresses the Father, in the
Gregorian is more happily transferred to the Son;
in our version it has resumed its old form. And
now the three Collects which in our Prayer-book ad-
dress the Son are—8. Stephen’s, originally addressed
to the Father; Third in Advent, and First in Lent,
which were composed respectively in 1661 and
1549. It is strange that when the revisers took up

In the latter case, there are two main views :—

First, that which considers the Collect as a con-
densed form of certain Scriptural teaching,—the
substance of a certain quantity of God’s Word.
And this theory is often more precisely stated, by
the derivation of the word * Collect” from the cir-
cumstance that in many cases it is the quintessence
of the practical lessons deducible from the Epistle
and Gospel for the day. Wheatly prefers this
view for the Communion Collect ; and Mr. Freeman
has made it very attractive, by his learned and
skilful advocacy’. The oratio, as said at the Holy
Communion, and as transferred into the Morning
Office, he explains on this principle; not so, of
course, any other use of the oratio or Collect.
The Dean of Westminster, in his “ Study of
‘Words,” adopts this view; and similarly in his
¢ Star of the Wise Men,” he describes the word
as meaning a collection of the Church’s thoughts
in regard to the day .

Secondly, that which considers the thing col-
lected to be prayer. Pope Benedict gives this as
the first of three views which he mentions :—* Quia
sacerdos, qui veluti mediator est inter Deum et
homines, vota ommium colligit.”” “In that ome
prayer,” says Mr. Maskell, “many were collected

clergy present, if there were more than one, or for
the minister officiating, in other cases, to “collect
the prayer,” colligere orationem ; that is, to offer
a short prayer by which the previous worship was
summed up and recommended to God. With this,
in many cases, the office of that hour concluded.
Bishop Sparrow, Bingham, and Lingard lay stress
on this fact>. But it cannot be taken as explain-
ing all the phenomena of the Collect; for, not to
say that the Communion Collect does not come
at the end of a series of devotions, these orationes
collecte, or collect® simply, were in some monastic
rules offered before the concluding part of the
service; S.Casarius of Arles bade his monks to
insert them between the Lessons; and they were
sometimes said at the end of the Psalms®. If, then,
we determine to adopt the etymology of the gather-
ing up of prayer as the general account of the
Collect, (instead of referring one kind of Collect
to this origin, another to that, which does, indeed,
present a difficulty,) we must forbear to dwell on
the use of such a prayer at the end of a service, and
must say generally that it is an oratio, as it was
usually called in Rome and Spain,—an orison, to
use the old English term,—in which many elements
of supplication meet, and many devout thoughts

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of Christ; by faith he maintained religion “on
the throne of Rome alone, of all the greater sees,
in its majesty, its sanctity, its piety*.”

Taking, then, the view that Leo was the main
constructor of the Collect-type of prayers, we may
consider to what extent our present series of
Church Collects is indebted to his compositions.
The fragment of a Sacramentary, attributed to
him, is supposed by Muratori to be bis in a certain
sense; that is, to be a series of misse containing
much that he wrote®, but also some passages
which may be referred to his predecessors, and
some which belong to his immediate successors;
the whole being put together, by a not very
skilful hand, under the pontificate of Felix, com-
monly called the Third, who sate from 483 to 492.
Muratori calls it a most precious monument of
antiquity, unparalleled in its kind, as exhibiting
the ancient Roman service, and containing a rich
store of ecclesiastical knowledge. * Monendus est
lector,” he observes in conclusion, ¢ quamquam de
auctore pretiosi hujus, atque omnium antiquissimi
Sacramentarii nihil certé habeamus, posse illud
tamen, jam editum & Patre Blanchinio, Sancti
Leonis Magni nomen retinere*.”

Our glorious Collect for Trinity Sunday is given
by Menard for the Octave of Pentecost; Muratori
exhibits it as part of “an addition to the Othobon
Codex.” The present English version, unfortu-
nately, somewhat obscures the thought of the
original, “ut ejusdem Fidei firmitate ab omnibus
semper muniamur adversis,” i.e. that by stedfast-
nessin this Faith we are to be safe from evil,—that
our Creed is to be the shield of our life. This
grand thought was manifest in the Collect until
the revision of 1661 °.

The “Collect for Purity,” as we commonly call
it, is similarly placed by Muratori, ii. 383, as
belonging to a Mass of the Holy Spirit. It begins,
“Deus Cui omne cor patet, et omnis voluntas
loquitur.” In the Sarum Ordinary of the Mass, it
was the first Collect said by the priest, before the
“ Introibo ad altare.” This explains the position
which it bas held in our reformed Liturgy since
1549. It was also said at the end of the York
Litany.

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Office*; and this fact is undoubted, although it is
very probable, as Lingard says, that he borrowed
from the French Eucharistic rite the custom of a
solemn episcopal benediction, divided into three or
more sentences, given just after the breaking of the
Blessed Sacrament. This custom was not practised
by Gregory the Great*, though many such benedic-
tions were circulated under his name; and part of
one of these appears to have suggested our Circum-
cision Collect.

Some other parts of our present Liturgy are
taken from Collects which the Church of England
used in the Middle Ages, but which are not found
in the Gregorian or preceding Sacramentaries.
I may adduce the prayer in the Litany, “ O God,
merciful Father,” which belonged to the Sarum
Mass “for tribulation of heart®,” and is also found
in the Missal published by Illyricus ; several parts
of the prayers of Matrimony, as, “ O God of Abra-
ham,” &c., and portions also of two Visitation
Collects.

The ancient Collects which we still use might be
divided into two classes :—

1. Those in which there has been no real altera-
tion, but only, at the most, the addition of words

“Who didst give to Thine Apostle Bartholomew
grace,” &c., for *“ Who hast given us the vener-
able and holy joy of this day in the festival of the
blessed Bartholomew,” &c. Other changes might
be named ; two have been referred to already,
as substituting a reference to God’s glory and
protection for the patronage and protection of
